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Report on the Audit of Financial Statements

Opinion

We have audited the financial statements of Citizens Development Business Finance PLC (the Company), which comprise the statement of financial
position as at 31 March 2026, the statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income, the statement of changes in equity, and the statement
of cash flows for the year then ended, and notes to the financial statements, including material accounting policy information.

In our opinion, the accompanying financial statements give a true and fair view of the financial position of the Company as at 31 March 2026, and of
its financial performance and cash flows for the year then ended in accordance with Sri Lanka Accounting Standards.

Basis for Opinion

We conducted our audit in accordance with Sri Lanka Auditing Standards (SLAuSs). Our responsibilities under those standards are further described in
the Auditor’s Responsibilities for the audit of the financial statements section of our report. We are independent of the Company in accordance with the
Code of Ethics for Professional Accountants issued by CA Sri Lanka (Code of Ethics) and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance
with the Code of Ethics. We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion.

Key Audit Matters

Key audit matters are those matters that, in our professional judgment, were of most significance in our audit of the financial statements of the current
period. These matters were addressed in the context of our audit of the financial statements as a whole, and in forming our opinion thereon, and we
do not provide a separate opinion on these matters. For each matter below, our description of how our audit addressed the matter is provided in that
context.

We have fulfilled the responsibilities described in the Auditor’s responsibilities for the audit of the financial statements section of our report, including
those relating to these matters. Accordingly, our audit included the performance of procedures designed to respond to our assessment of the risks of
material misstatement of the financial statements. The results of our audit procedures, including the procedures performed to address the matters
below, provide the basis for our audit opinion on the accompanying financial statements.

KEY AUDIT MATTER HOW OUR AUDIT ADDRESSED THE KEY AUDIT MATTER

Allowance for Expected Credit Losses on Loans and
Receivables from Customers Measured at Amortised Cost

Allowances for expected credit losses of loans and receivables to
customers measured at amortised cost as disclosed in Notes XX
and XY respectively, are determined by management based on
the accounting policies described in Note 10 to the financial
statements.

This was a key audit matter due to:

e the significant management judgements, assumptions and high
level of estimation uncertainty involved in assessing the future
recoverability of Loans and receivables; and

e the materiality of the reported allowance for expected credit
losses.

Key areas of significant judgements, assumptions and estimates
used by management in the assessment of the impairment for
expected credit losses included determining whether significant
increase in credit risk has occurred, use of a broad range of
forward-looking macroeconomic inputs and their associated
weightages which are subject to inherently heightened levels of
estimation uncertainty and subjectivity.

Further information on the key estimates, assumptions and
judgements is disclosed in Note 48.A.

In addressing the allowances for expected credit losses of
loan and receivables to customers measured at amortised
cost, our audit procedures included the following key
procedures:

e Assessed the alignment of the Company’s allowances for
expected credit losses computations with the underlying
methodology and related accounting policies, based on the
best available information up to the date of our report.

e Evaluated the design, implementation and operating
effectiveness of controls over the estimation of expected
credit losses.

e Assessed the level of oversight, review and approval of
allowances for expected credit losses, policies and
procedures by the Board of Directors and management.

e Checked the completeness, accuracy and reasonableness
of the underlying data used in the expected credit losses
computations by agreeing details to relevant source
documents and accounting records of the Company.

e Evaluated the reasonableness of qualitative and
quantitative factors used in credit quality assessments and
related stage classifications.

In addition to the above, the following procedures were
performed:

e Tested the key inputs and the calculations used in the
allowances for expected credit losses.

e Assessed the reasonableness of judgements, assumptions
and estimates used by the management in the underlying
methodology and the management overlays.

e Qur testing included evaluating the reasonableness of
forward-looking information used, economic scenarios
considered, and probability weightings assigned to each
scenario.

* Assessed the adequacy of the related financial statement
disclosures set out in Notes 23 and 48.A.

Information Technology (IT) systems related internal controls
over financial reporting

Our audit procedures included the following key procedures:

e Obtained an understanding of the internal control
environment of the processes and tested relevant key
controls relating to financial reporting and related
disclosures.

The Company’s financial reporting process is significantly reliant
on multiple IT systems with automated processes and internal
controls. Further, key financial statement disclosures are prepared
using data and reports generated by IT systems, that are
compiled and formulated with the use of spreadsheets. Involved our internal specialised resources and:
Accordingly, IT systems and related internal controls over
financial reporting were identified as a key audit matter.

e |dentified, evaluated and tested the design and operating
effectiveness of internal controls related to IT systems,
including those related to user access and change
management, and

e Obtained a high-level understanding of the cybersecurity
risks affecting the Company and the actions taken to
address these risks primarily through inquiry.

e Tested source data of the reports used to generate
disclosures for accuracy and completeness, including
review of the general ledger reconciliations.

Other Information Included in the Company’s 2026 Annual Report

Other information consists of the information included in the Company’s 2026 Annual Report, other than the financial statements and our auditor’s report
thereon. Management is responsible for the other information.

Our opinion on the financial statements does not cover the other information, and we do not express any form of assurance conclusion thereon.

In connection with our audit of the financial statements, our responsibility is to read the other information and, in doing so, consider whether the other
information is materially inconsistent with the financial statements, or our knowledge obtained in the audit or otherwise appears to be materially
misstated. If, based on the work we have performed, we conclude that there is a material misstatement of this other information, we are required to
report that fact. We have nothing to report in this regard.

Responsibilities of Management and Those Charged with Governance for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation of financial statements that give a true and fair view in accordance with Sri Lanka Accounting Standards,
and for such internal control as management determines is necessary to enable the preparation of financial statements that are free from material
misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

In preparing the financial statements, management is responsible for assessing the Company’s ability to continue as a going concern, disclosing, as
applicable, matters related to going concern and using the going concern basis of accounting unless management either intends to liquidate the
Company or to cease operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.

Those charged with governance are responsible for overseeing the Company’s financial reporting process.
Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements

Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements as a whole are free from material misstatement, whether due
to fraud or error, and to issue an auditor’s report that includes our opinion. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance, but is not a guarantee that
an audit conducted in accordance with SLAuSs will always detect a material misstatement when it exists. Misstatements can arise from fraud or error
and are considered material if, individually or in the aggregate, they could reasonably be expected to influence the economic decisions of users taken
on the basis of these financial statements.

As part of an audit in accordance with SLAuSs, we exercise professional judgment and maintain professional scepticism throughout the audit. We also:

« |dentify and assess the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to fraud or error, design and perform audit procedures
responsive to those risks, and obtain audit evidence that is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion. The risk of not detecting a
material misstatement resulting from fraud is higher than for one resulting from error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional omissions,
misrepresentations, or the override of internal control.

e Qbtain an understanding of internal control relevant to the audit in order to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances, but not
for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Company’s internal control.

¢ Evaluate the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of accounting estimates and related disclosures made by
management.

¢ Conclude on the appropriateness of management’s use of the going concern basis of accounting and, based on the audit evidence obtained, whether
a material uncertainty exists related to events or conditions that may cast significant doubt on the Company’s ability to continue as a going concern. If we
conclude that a material uncertainty exists, we are required to draw attention in our auditor’s report to the related disclosures in the financial statements
or, if such disclosures are inadequate, to modify our opinion. Our conclusions are based on the audit evidence obtained up to the date of our auditor’s
report. However, future events or conditions may cause the Company to cease to continue as a going concern.

e Evaluate the overall presentation, structure and content of the financial statements, including the disclosures, and whether the financial statements
represent the underlying transactions and events in a manner that achieves fair presentation.
